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I.   Introduction 

Salines are fields of fluidity and also of concentration and crystallization. Sea water evaporates and flows through a system of geometric fields ( bacini di evaporatione ). 

Finally the brine remains in salty cubes in small basins ( bacini di cristallisatione ).  Similarly the change of fluid and solid phases seems to be an eternal game in macro-cosmos and micro-cosmos.  “Neixos” named Empedokles, a Presocratic philosopher of Sicily, in his cosmology the phase of chaotic liquidity of universe, - “Sphairos” the phase of condensation and concentration. Both phases they never began and never will end in endless rhythm. Actually the cosmology of Empedokles seems to be continued in recent theories of universe: There exists no origin of universe and the big bang seems only a special phase after the breakdown of an earlier universe.  “Bounce” named this breakdown a young physicist, founder of a new cosmological theory, in his book of the history of universe.

II. Saline of the dome of the rock  

     A poetic model

     Correspondence between salt and a Dome. 

The work opens a correspondence between the production area of a marine saline and one of the eldest Islamic sanctuaries, the Dome of the Rock in Jerusalem.  All fields of the poetic model were constructed and later transformed in correspondence with the basic geometry of the dome. This was the consequence of a surprising discovery: the discovery of a hidden geometric analogy between the geometry of the Dome and the atomic structure of salt; between the inside and outside circles of the Dome and the radius of natriumions and chlorions in the atomic structure of salt. They have the same proportion. Also the genesis of the basic plan of the Dome, and also incrustations on the floor and outside walls looks like games of squares und cubes of salt. May be, Novalis, in his analogical poetics, would described it as act of “Poetisierung der Welt “.  So the poetic model of the saline of the 

Dome of the rock units and transforms differently fields of world: The industrial fields of a saline, (sometimes labyrinth like gardens of mirrors), atomic structures of salt and the special geometry of a sanctuary. Their interaction again induces unexpected visual constellations, poetic forces and feelings. Result of forces of the neurological cosmos, Novalis: “Spirit liquefies everything. Spirit is always poetic.” 

III. Correspondences to Nin and Ston     

The Zagreb installation includes also documents of salines of Croatia and Italy, especially of cities Ston and Nin, of protoromanic Croatian architectures in this area and their relationship to architecture with hidden cosmological significations.
