In this 4’28 minute video (rather burlesque), two people are chasing each other in a fir forest. The movement is a metaphor for the coitus with an increasing speed and violence till orgasm. As in the mandragora myth, the plant grows at the feet of the tree where a man is hung.  Life blossoms from death, thus creating an unbroken life cycle.
