NINE LIVES
The series of pictures painted during the summer of 2009 represent a reaction to, among other things, the excessive usage of social context in the contemporary art. Its different motifs – a car repair shop with significant name Cat, a cat-woman, a pasta advertisement with an imposing tiger in the first plan, a cat mask, a woman with a kitten in her arms next to a street sign for a non-existent street (Boulevard des neuf vies) – are all parts of a puzzle which draws the attention to the irrational strategies in art and Pandora's box that could be opened due to such a behaviour. Nine Lives represent a program that, undoubtedly, borrows the metaphor of cat's temperament, unpredictable and wild. The program is, by contrast, in one sense socially sensible – to its author and his closest collaborators and fellow travellers. Primarily it was conceived as a self-help or defence from annoying – non-authorised –invasions of society into the artist's private territory. The tale of healing power of painting is not new, but it is important to mention (and repeat it) that the effectiveness of production and usage of the energy ring is in proportion with its argument. Metaphor of the indestructible cat – or assumption of animal attributes – is one step closer to the forgotten discipline. Assisted by the borrowed attributes it is easier to spot otherwise invisible energy flows between people, objects and events. The basic particles of paintings from the program Nine Lives are the consequence of the artist's view from the „cat's perspective“.
