Moving through the astral level I come into a fairies’ wood. Real trees are linked to certain beings that dwell in them; they take care of them and believe in them. We know these trees: black pine’s bough crooked by northern wind and downy oak shrubs with their mysterious inhabitants. Dwarfs, trolls and ents are creatures recurrent in myths and legends of nomads and mountain folk. Paracelsus, Carlos Castaneda, Marko Pogačnik and Ivana Brlić Mažuranić wrote about them with equal obsession. Renaissance hermetics searched for them, Gnostics and theosophists invoked them while shamans and grandfathers of the Small Doctrine befriended them. I do accept their existence without doubts; they remind me of facts that once were components of knowledge, but today have disappeared in the positivist matrix. This results from my research of mountain Velebit and its phenomena, elemental beings and places of power, its summits, moors and sinkholes. Within the format of canvas, these creatures are trapped by formulae and Pitagora’s golden section, waiting for the day when only one, single word will be enough.
